Single Membership - - - This membership affords one individual the privileges of membership, and it is 
understood that the responsibilities of this membership include 16 annual hours of volunteer work at the club. 
 
Family Membership - - - This membership affords the immediate family &/ household the privileges of 
membership, and it is understood that the responsibilities of this membership include 16 annual hours of 
volunteer work at the club. 
 
Non-Participating Membership - - - This membership affords one individual the privileges of membership 
and doesn’t require any volunteer hours, but is charged at a much higher membership fee. 
 
In exchange for helping the club, Participating Members receive a lower cost membership, as is shown on the 
membership application. Participating members must volunteer at least 16 hours per year to complete the 
participating member’s requirement. Members who initially choose to be participating members when joining 
are to contact an officer to convert their membership at any time in the year that they realize they will be unable 
to complete their obligation. Failure to complete the participating membership requirements during the 
membership year will require the member to renew the following year as a Non Participating member. Trosper 
Archery Club prospers in proportion to the number of participating memberships and you are encouraged to 
improve the organization.  
 
Safety is a priority, and all new and renewal members are encouraged to read and periodically review the 
Trosper Archery Safety Code which is posted on the website. The range is located on City of Oklahoma City 
Parks land and the lease renewal is dependent on our safe operation. You are responsible to conduct yourself in 
a safe manner anytime you are on the premises. Failure to do so will result in forfeiting your membership 
privileges.   
 
Trosper Archery Club is a nonprofit corporation with the objectives of promoting the sport of archery. 
Tournaments and Leagues will be conducted in accordance with Club rules and rules adopted from affiliated 
organizations.
